nefs of Providence and the generofity of .

it is very poffible and very certain too,
cried the S'hepherd. How many better

" men have been worfe lcdged! how many

good chriftians have perifhed in prifons
and dungeons, in comparifon of which my
cottage 1s a palace. 'The houfe 1s very

well, Sir, and if the rain did- not {fome-

times beat down upon us through the thatch
when we are a-bed, I fhould not. defire a
better ; for I have health, peace, and Jid g
erty, and no man maketh me afraid..

Well, I will certainly callonyou before’
it be long; but how can you contrive to
lodge fo many children? We .do the belt
we can, Sir.. My poor wife is a very

fickly woman, or we fhould always bave

done tolerably well. . There are no gentry
in the parifh, fo that fhe has not mct with
any great aflitance in her ficknefs, -i'Fhe
good curate of the parifh who lives-in that
pretty parfonage in the valley, ‘1s-very wil=
jing, butnot very able to aflift us on thefe
trying occafions, for he has little enough
for himfelf and-a large family into the bar-

gi('l Il
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gain.  Yet he does what he can, and more
than many richer men do, and more. than -
he can well afford. Befides that, his ‘pray-
- ers and good advice we are always fure of,
and weare truly thankful for that, for a man
muft give, youknow; Sir, accordingto what
he hath, and not according to what he bhath
not.

Are you in any diftrefs at prefent ? faid
~ Mr. Johnfon. No, Sir, thank God, re-
plied the Shepherd. I get my fhilling a
day, and moft of my children will foon be
able to earn fomething ; for we have only
three under five yearsold. Only ! {aid the
Gentleman, that is a heavy burden. Not
at all ; 'God fits the back to it. Though
my wife is not able to do any out of door
work, yet fhe breeds up our children to
fuch habits of induftry that our little
maids before they are fix years old can
firft get a halfpenny, and then a penny a
day by knitting. Theboys who aretoo lit-
tle to do hard work, get a trifle by keeping
‘the birds off the corn; for this the farmers
will give them a penny or two-pence, and
‘now and then a bit of bread and cheefe in-
to the bargain. When the f{eafon of crow
keeping is over, then they glean or pick
flones ; any thing is better than idlenefs,
Sir, and if they did not get a farthing by
it, I would makethem do it juft the fame,
for the fake of giving them early habits of
labour, So
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So’you fee, Sir, T amnot {o badly offas -
‘many are ;' nay, if ‘it 'were not that it cofts
me fo much in ’Potecary’s {tuff for my
poor wife, I fhould reckon myfelf well off.

Nay, I do reckon myfelf well off, for blefi-
ed be God, he has granted her life to my
‘ prayers, and 1 would work myfelf to a
‘natomy, and live on one meal a day to
add any comfort to her valuable life; in-
deed 1 have often done the laft, and
thought it no great matter neither.

While they were in this part of the dif-
courfe, a fine plump cherry-cheek little
girl ran up out of breath, with a {mile on
her young happy face, and without taking
any notice of the Gentleman, cried out
with great joy— Look here, father, ~only
fee how much 1 have gottoday!  Mr:
Johnfon was much ﬂruck with her ﬁmpllCl-
ty, but puzzled to know what was the oc-
cafion of this great joy.  On looking at
' her he perceived a {mall quantity of coarfe
wool, fome of which had found its way
through the holes of her clean, but fcamy
and ragged woollen apron. The father
faid, this has been a fuccefsful day indeed,
Molly, but don’t you fee the Gentleman ?’"
Molly now made a curtfey’ down to the
very ground; while Mr. Johnfon inquired
into the caufe of the mutual fatisfa&tion

whmh
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which both fatherand daughter had exprefi-
ed, at the unufual good foftune ofthe day.

Sir.: faids the! qbepherd poverty is &
great fharpener of wits.—My wife and [
cannot endure to fee our children (poor as
they are) without fhoes and ftockings, not
only on account of the pinching cold which
cramps their poor little limbs, but becaufe
it degrades and debafes them ; and poor
people who have but little regard to ap-
pearances will feldom be found to have

any great regard for honefty and goodnefs;
Idon t fay this is always the cafe; but I
am f{ure it is fo too often. Now {hoes and
{tockings being very dear we could never
afford to get them without a little contriv-
ance. I muft fhew you how I manage
about the fhoes when you condelcend to:
call®at our cottage, Sir; as to ftockings,
thisis one way we take to help get them.
My young ones who are too little to do
much work, fometimes wander at odd
hours ever the hills for the chance of find-
ing what little wool the fheep may drop
when they rub themlelves, as they are apt
todo in the bufhes.* T he{e fcattered bits
of

* This piece .of frugal induftry is not imaginary,.
but areal faét, as 1s_the charaéter of the Shepherd;.
and his uncommon knowledge of the fcriptures..
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of wool the children pick out of the bram-
bles, which-I fee, have torn fad holes in
Molly’s apron to day; they carry this
wool home, ‘and when they have got a pret-
ty parcel together, their mother cards it;
for fthe can fit ‘and card in the chimney
corner, when fhe is not able to wafh, or
work about houfe. The biggeft girl then
{pins it ; it does very well for us® without
dying, for poor people muft not ftand for
the colour of their ftockings. After this
- our little boys knit it for themfelves, while
they are employed in keeping crows in the
fields, and after they get home at night.
Asfor the knitting the girlsand their mo-
ther ‘do, that ‘is chiefly for fale, which
helps to pay our rent.

Mr. ' Johnfonlifted up his eyes in filent
aftonifhment at the fhifts which honelt
poverty can make rather than beg or fteal's
and was furprifed to think how many. ways
of fubfifting there are which thofe who
tive at their eafe little {ufpeét. He fecret-
ly refolved to be more attentive to his owmn
petty expences than he had hitherto been s
and to be more watchful that nothing was

walted in his family.

Eut to return to the Shepherd,” Mr.
_ ohnfon told him that as he muft needs be .
athis friend’s houfe, who lived many miles

off
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off that night; he could not as he' withed
to do, make a vifit to his cottage at prefent.
But I'will certainly do it,  faid he, ‘on my
return, for X long to fee your wife and her
nice little family, and to be an eye witnefs
of her neatnefs and good 'management.
The poor man’s tears ftarted into his eyes
on hearing the commendation beftowed on
- his wife; and wiping them off with the
fleeve of his coat, for he was not worth a
handkerchief in the world, he faid—Oh
Sir, you juft now. I'am afraid, called me ~
an humble man, but indeed I am a very
proud one. Proud! exclaimed Mr. John-
fon, I hope not—Pride is a great fin, and
as the poor are liableto it as well as the
rich, {o good a man as you feem to be,
-ought to guard againft it. = Sir, faid he,
you are right, but I am not proud of my-
felf, God knows, I have nothing to be
proud of. I am a poor finner, but indeed
Sir, I am proud of my wife: She is not
only the moft tidy, notable woman on the -
Plain, but fhe is the kindeft wife and mo-
ther, and the moft contented, thankful
chriftian that I know. Laft year I thought
I thould have loft her in a violent fit of
the rheumatifm, caught by going to work
too foon after her lying in, I fear; for tis
but a bleak coldifh place, as you may . fee,
Sir, inwinter, and fometimes the fnow lies
fo long under the hill, that I. can bardly
make

make myflelf a path to get out and by a
few neceflaries in the next village 5 and we
are afraid to fend out the children, for
~ fear they fhould be loft when the fnow is
deep. So,‘as I was faying, the poor foul
was very bad indeed, and for feveral weeks
loft the ufe of all her limbs except her
‘hands; a merciful providence f{pared her
the ufe of thefe, fo that when fhe could
not turn in her bed, fhe could contrive to
patch a rag or two. for her family: She
was always faying, had it not been for the
great gocdnels of God, the mighi have
had the pally inflead of the rheumdtifm
and then fhecould have done nothing—but
nobody had fo many mercies as fhe bad.

I will not tell you what we {uffered dur-
ing that bitter weather, Sir, but my wife’s
faith and patience during that trying-time,
were as good a leflon to me as any Sermon
I could hear, andyet Mr, Jenkins gave us
very comfortable ones too, that helped to
keep up my [pirits,

One Sunday afternoon when my wife
was at the worlt, as'I was coming out of
Church, for I went one part of the day,
and my eldeft daughter the other, fo my
poor wife was never left alone. As was"
coming out-of Church, I fay, Mr. Jeukins,
the minifter called out- to ‘me, and' aftked

: me
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"'me how my wife did, faying he had been
kept from coming to fee her by the decp
fall of fnow, and indeed from the par{fonage-
houfe to my hovel it was quite impaflable.
I gave him all the particulars he afked,
and I am afraid 'a good many more, for
my heart was quite full.  He kindly gave
me a fhilling, and faid he would certainly
try to pick out hisway and come and fee

“her in a day or two.

While he was talking to me, a plain
farmer-looking Gentleman in boots, who
flood by, liftened to all I faid, but {feem-
ed to take no notice. It was Mr. Jenkins’s
wife’s father, who was come to pafs the
Chriftmas holidays at the parfonage-houfe.
I had always heard him fpoken of as a
plain frugal man, who lived clofe himfelf,
but was remarked to give away more than
any of his {how-away neighbours.

. Well! I went home with great [pirits at
this {eafonable and unexpected {fupply ; for
we had tapped our laft fixpence, and there
was little work to be had on account of the
weather. I toldmy wife I was not come
back empty handed. No, I dare fay not,
fays fhe, you have been ferving a malter
- % who filleth the hungry with good things,
. though he fendeth the rich empty away.”

True; Mary, faysls. we {feldom fail to

get.
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getgood fpiritual food from Mr, Jenkins,
but te day he has kindly {fupplied our bo-
dily wants. = She was more thankful when
I fhewed her the fhilling, than, I dare

fay, fome of your great people are, when

they get a hundred pounds..
Mr. Johnfon’s heart fmote him when he
heard {uch a wvalue fet upon a fhilling ;
furely, faid-he ‘to. himfelf, I will never
wafte another; but he faid nothing to. the
Shepherd, who, thus purfued his ftory.

Next morning before I went out, I fent
part of the money to buy a little ale and
brown {ugar to put into her water aruel s
whith you know, Sir, made it pice and
nourithing, . I went outto cleave wood 1o
a farm-yard, for there was no flanding out
on the plain, after fuch [now as had fallen

“in the night. I went with a lighter heart
than ufual, begaule I nad lelt my poor
wife a little better and comfortably - {up-.
plied for this, day, and I now relolved
more than ever to truft God for the fup-
plies of the next. - When I came back ;at
night, my wife fell a erying as foon as fhe
faw me.  This, I own I thought but a bad
return for the bleflings fhe had fo lately
received, and fo I told her. O, faid fhe,
it is too much, we are toorich; I ammnow
frightencd, not leli: we {hould have ‘no

; portion
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portion inlth‘;i"s"ﬂtﬁzloi:l'd, “but for fear we
fhould have our whole portionin it. Look
here, John! So faying the uncovered
the bed whereon fhe lay, and fhewed me
two warm, thick, new blankets. I couid
~ not believe my own eyes, Sir, becaufe
when I went out in the morning, I had
left her with no other covering than our
little old thin blue rug. 1 was ftill ‘more
amazed when the put halfa crown into my
hand, telling me fhe had had a vifit from
Mr. “ Jenkins, and Mr. Jones, the latter
of whom had beftowed all thefe good
things upon wus.'
