Though three years consti~ute the shortest time required fOe' Col­
lege attendance, yet the Student is at liberty to extend it as much 
further as he pleases; the addition of a year, or en-n two, is consider­
ed to be a great 'benefit, for it obviates the crowding of branches with­
in too brief a term, and permits of a more extensi,e attainment of 
the topics they embrace. 

Attention is recommendell to be given ,lurin:c' the first He,~iull to 
the primary branches entirely; during the, second Session an incn'aNe 
is proper, and two of the final courses lllay be profital,ly ('unjoined 
with such of the antecedent as arc re(luirecl; while durin:!; the re­
maining period further advance is to be made by completing the CUI-
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riculum rerluired of the candidate for graduation. Clinical courses 
should not be taken out during the first Session . 

.:II atl'iculation is necessary every Session; it is required upon en­
trancc or as early afterwards as possible, and always before any class 
tickets are procured. The Register is closed annually in the month 
of Deccmber. CIa,,;; tickets must be taken out within the prescribed 
period of the current session, and will not be .l:rantec1 after its expir­

atioll. 
TILe ample and varied lIleans which are placed at the disposal of 

the student by this school in its spacious accommodations and abun­
chnt provisions, together with the large hospitals in connection with 
it, are briefly referred to in the following pages. 

COURSES OF LECTURES. 

The number of Professors in the Faculty is nille; the Humber of 
Classes. tell; two of the classes (often conjoined in European Schools) 
being held by one Professor.

Sutherland)-IlluriCanic Chemistry is 
fully trcatccl; and a large portion of the coursc is devoted to Organic 
Chemistry and its relations to Physiology. The branches of Physics 
bearing upon or connected with Chemistry, also engage the attention 
"f the da~,. For experimental illustration, abundant apparatus is . 
pm;scssed by the Professor, alllung which may be enumerated, a 
powerful Air Pump-Oxy-Hydrogen :\licroscope-Holariscope-Ex­
tm"iv" s(,ries of' Crystallographical models-Electrical and Galvanic 
apparatus, &c., tXc. 

::l. ",IA'l'ERL\ ~b;l>IC'A.-(Prof. Wright)-This course is illustrat­
ed from a Cabinet of Pharmacological objects; by Plates of Medicin­
al Plants, (Roque, Stephenson and Churchill)-by dried specimens 
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&c., &c. Analytical experiments with the ordinary re-agents, are 
also shown; and diagrams, with other illustrations, are used.­
Dietetics, Pharmacy, and Therapeutics are included in the course. 

4. INSTITUTES 01' l\!EDIcINE.-(Prof. Fraser)-under which 
are comprised Histology, Ph.ljsiology, (/l'Ilcml Pathology (l1!d (,'f/u:i',d 

Therapeutics. The minute Structure and Composition of the various 
Organs, and the Fluids and Tissues of the Body in health and dis­
ease, are explained and illustrated by Microscopic Preparations, 
Plates and Preparations from the M useUI11.

6. SURGERY.-(Prof. Campbell)-Divided into Principles and 
Practice, including :"urgi0al "\natomy and Operative Surgery, exhibit­
ed on the subjcct.-Quain's large plates, Maclise, Dalrymple, &c. 
The various surgiealinstruments and apparatus exhibited, and their 
mes and application explained ,:mel practically illustrated. 

7. :\IIDWIFERy.-(Prof. Hall)-Including diseases offemales and 
infanb, illustrated by a series of Drawings on a large orale; by hu­
mid preparations; by moelels in wax; and by the use of the artificial 
Pelvis. 

8. MEDICAL JURISPRUDENCE.-(Prof. l\IcCallum)-Include,; 
Toxicology-the modes of tCOiting for poisons are exhibited, and post­
mortem appearances illustrated by plates-Insanity, Public Hygiene 
and Medical Police are touchell upon. 

9. CLI~IC'AL :\IEDICI~E.-(Prof. ~IcCallulll.)-Taught by lectures, 
and at the bed side-Physical Diagnosis taught practically and each 
pupil invited to take part in it.-Examination of the urine, ehemieally 
and microscopically explained and illmtratcd. 

10. CLINICAL SURGERy.-(l'rofCraik)-Taught in similar man­
ner. For both these Classes ample material is afforded by the e;~ses 
at the Montreal General Hospital. 

11. Beside the above classes, Students arc required to attend one 
<;OUl'C'e of Botany and one course of Zoology. 
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LIBllARY AND MUSEUM. 
The Library contains upwards of3000 volumes, including the most 

useful books for reference, as well as the recent elementary ones; the 
works of the older authors as well as the Jllost recent. It is open to 
the Student without charge, under necessary regulations for the care 

of the books. The Museum contains a large number of preparations, 
chiefly pathological; also, wax and papier machC§ models. 

HOSPITALS. 

The Montreal General IToopital is visited every day by the Medi­
.cal officers in attendance. After the visit a large number of out-door 
pati"llts are examined and prescribed for. 

The Operating Hoom (used also for a Lecture Room) is so con, 
otructed as to suit the convenience of the Students in obtaining a 
gooa view of the operations ,~Oill:::' on. 

The University Lying-in-Hospital is under the direction of the Pro­
I'('"onr of ~l irj\Yifc'!'y, iStudents who have already attended one course 
of his lectures, are furnished with cases in rotation.

5th. All tickets which have not a Certificate of attendance attached, shall 
be rejected wben presented as testimonials previous to examination, unless 
the omission can Lc satisfactorily accounted for. 

Gth. The Fcc for each class shall be :i312, with the following exceptions:

Th(iCiass Fees 
are paraLic in advance. 

7th. Jeny Student, after having paid the fees, and attended two courses of 
any claes, shall he entitled to a perpelnal ticket for that class.

Register of the Medical Faculty, and procure from the Registrar a ticket of 
Matriculation, for which each Student shall pay a fee of :ii'2. 

2nd. The said Register shall be closed on the 31st day of December in each 
year, and no tickets obtained from any of the Professors shall be received 
without previous Matriculation. 

3rd. Noone shall be admitted to the Degree of Doctor oOIedicine and Master 
of Surgery who shall not either j Istly, ha,e attended Lectures for a period
