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ANNOUNCEMENT. 

-
IN issuing the annual review and announcement of the Toronto School 

I. of Medicine, the Faculty respectfully request from their brethren of the 
medical profession, and general public, a careful perusal of its contents. 

The condition and pro!!ress of the Institution are quite equal to what 
can be reasonably desired by its warmest friends. 

As to pupils, in numbers they steadily increase, being last season, 
1863 & 4-122; 1862 & 3-110; 1861 & 2-93, &c. 

While in regard to their general attainments, it will suffice to say that 
74 oflast session's class are matriculates in medicine in the University of 
Toronto. • 

And if our readers will compare the requiremcnts for matriculation in 
" the University with those deemed ~at.isfactory in most of the other gradu­

ating institutions of the Province, they will be all the better saiisfied with 
. the general education of the gentlemen forming the classes of the Toronto 
I School of Medicine. 

The final examination for the Degree of the University is open, fair, 
and thorough, not so severe as to alarm the hard-working student, who knows 
what is the real object of his study, and acts accordingly, but sufficiently 
decided to exercise a wholesome terror over fast young men very ambitious 
for early academic honour, but lacking the sense and honesty which would 
inspire an equal zeal for the acquisition of a good medical education. 

When it is remembered that we have in United Canada seven Institu­
tions, (4 in the Upper and 3 in the Lower Province), issuing license to 
practice the regular profession, besides others possessing but not exercising 
the power,-that between 100and 150 pupils are now thus annually licensed, 
that these Institutions are independent of each other, and have no uniform 

, standard in common, the necessity of a general Act for the incorporation of 
the profession for the purpose of regulating these matters, must be obvious 
to every unprejudiced mind. As in the past, so in the future, the Toronto 
School of Medicine will evcr be ready to assist any effort on the part of 
the profession towards this end. 

During the past year the Senate of the University of' Toronto, at the 
suggestion of this School, made some changes in regard to the require­
ments and examination for the degree of M.B. We draw attention specially 
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to two ofthem :-ht. The necessity hereafter of candidates giving proof of 
having attended at least "ix eases of labor, a most judicious requirement, 
but not exacted, it i~ believed, by any other Institution ill America; :!nd. I 

The candidate has now the option of taking the whole examination at once, 
or of having it divided into two parts-primary and final-in conformity 
with the practice of the British Universities. The primary, which maybe 
undergone after two years' study, and without reference to matriculation, 
embraces the subjects of Descriptive Anatomy, Physiology, Chemistry, and 

.'lateria Medica. 
The final examination will be upon Surgical Anatomy, Practical Chem­

istry, l\Iedicine, Surgery, Midwifery, and Medical Jurisprudence. 

Last April 18 candidates pai'sed their full, and ;) their primary, ex­
amination. 

The majority of the pupils educated at this School graduate;l( the 
Toronto University, and its degrees arc honorably recognized in Great 
Britain. The others go before the Medical Board for Upper Canada, and 
obtain their license. 

The Faculty are fully sensible of the honor and confidence hitherto 
bestowed upon them by a discerning public, and while thus aided and 
encouraged by the intelligent of the community, pledge themselves to con­
tinue to labour for the advanccment of their pupils in the acquisition of 
that higher medical scholarship which will, in the futme, render ~UttC~S in 
practice comparatively easy and certain. 

But one change has occurred in the l'taff of Lecturers since our last 
announcement, viz., the addition of Dr .• James Howell, Surgeon to the 
Toronto General Hospital, and formerly a tca<:her of anatomy in the 
School, as Lecturer on ('Iillical Surgery. 

~ regular course on Clinical j\J erlicine will aim be given during the 
sessIOn. 

In the Museum of the School will be I"ulld a very superior collection 
of casts, plates, moist and dry preparations of normal and morbid ti~,ue", 
for the purpm;e of illustrat.ing Anatomy, Physiology, Pathology, Medicine, 
Surgery, and l\fidwifery. 

An herbarium, plate, and samples of medicines, for Materia Medica. 

Special attention throughout the whole of the ses8ion is devoted to the 
use of the ~Iicro~cope, ~o that every pupil may have ample opportunities 
for familiarizing himself with the revelations of this now indi~pensable aid 
in medical study. 
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Chemistry, theoretical and practical, under the able direction of Pro­
fessor Croft, will be taught, as usual, in the Chemical Lecture Room and 
Laboratory of University College, where every facility is provided for its 
illustration.

The arrangements for the study of Anatomy are not surpassed, if 
equalled, in any other School on the Continent. 

Under the Anatomy Act, an abundance of material for dissection is 
always on hand. 

The Dissecting Room, well lighted, ventilated, and arranged, is under 
the immediate control of Dr. Lizars. 

The Toronto Lying-in-a:ospital, which is under the medical control of 
Drs. Hodder and Bovell, furnishes large opportunities to the pupils of this 
School for the study of Practical Midwifery. 

Practical Medicine and Surgery will be taught in the School Lecture 
Room, in the wards of the Toronto General Hospital, and at the Toronto 
Dispensary . 

And as the several Lecturers reside in Toronto, and are all actively 
engaged in practice, senior pupils will often have the opportunity of wit­
nessing the treatment of disease and accidents in the more private walks 
of life. 

The lectures are delivered in the Medical School Building of the Tor­
onto University, situated in University Park, the location being the most 
healthy and pleasant in the city. Students of the Toronto School of Medi­
cine will thus be enabled, from their proximity, to avail themselves of the 
advantages afforded by the University Library and Museum. 

At the University examination in 1860, seven students of this School 
obtained Scholarships of the value of $120 each. The Gold Medal and four 
Silver Medals were also carried off by pupils of the Toronto School of 
Medicine. 

In 1861, seven Scholarships, the Gold Medal, and one Silver Medal 
were in like manner gained by students of the School. 

At this period, the Dumber of Scholarships was, by the Senate of the 
University, reduced to four. 

In 1862, the three Scholarships and the two Gold Medals; in 1863, 
three Scholarships and the Gold Medal; and in 1864, two Scholarships 
and the Gold Medal were awarded to pupils of this School. 

No other Medals than the above were given by the University during 
those years.
